The process of judiciary self-selection had begun before the DDC pilots
were Introduced, as the sites had set up specialist courts for dealing
with DRRS which required magistrates to volunteer for.

The perception among staff was that, generally, members of the
judiciary who were supportive of a shift from a more punitive
approach to a more holistic court culture had volunteered to work in
these courts, and this process had continued with the DDCs.

The holistic culture included a move away from an emphasis on
punishment towards a more therapeutic approach where the range of
Issues facing drug-using offenders such as accommodation problems
and family relationships, were also considered important to address.

Part 111 - Judicial Order for Treatment

¢ 6 (1) When the accused claims before the Court that he is a drug user or addicted to drugs
he can ask the Court, before sentencing, to issue judicial order for treatment. Crimes
excluded: possession for the purpose of supply and trafficking, crimes that the maximum
sentence of imprisonment exceeds ten (10) years.

* ( 2). When issuing a treatment order, the Court may set such conditions and give such
instructions as it considers necessary for its more effective application and for the purposes
for which it is issued.

* (3) In order to enforce a treatment order, the accused drug user or the addicted person
must-(a) Appear to the Treatment Center, which the Court has ordered, within 48 hours
after (b) accept that he will faithfully comply with the rules of the treatment plan,(c)
comply with the Treatment Center's recommendations.

* (4) The treatment lasts for at least three (3) months and may be extended by the Court on a
quarterly basis, based on the quarterly report but the treatment will not exceed twenty-four
(24) months

(a) One (1) representative of the Attorney General of the Republic, as chairman, (b) one

(1) administrative officer of the Ministry of Health, designated by the Minister, and (c)
one (1) representative of the Cyprus Anti-Drug Council.

Although the Treatment Act is a step towards treatment of drug addiction there is no
formal linkage between the Court and the Treatment Center as provided in DTC’s.

The Advisory Committee and the Treatment Center are working separately from the
Judge and not in close cooperation as in the DTCs weekly pre-trial meetings.

When the Advisory Committee reports failure of treatment this will lead to mandatory
criminal proceedings.

The drug addict during his treatment has no communication with the judge for
encouragement and supervision. The treatment is not judicially supported. Holistic
therapeutic approach as in DTCs is missing.

There is no provision regarding prohibition of incarceration after completion of
treatment

A treatment period of 24 months is maybe too long to afford efficient judicial
supervision.

Cyprus, by incorporating therapy into the criminal justice system, has created an
opening to develop a DTC.

DTCs can succeed in Cyprus.
